     Many people view the Bible as a 

book containing nothing but beautiful 

things and lovely thoughts.  On the 

whole the Bible is a beautiful story of 

love and redemption – God’s love for 

man.  But the Bible speaks a lot of sin, 

and God gives us some disgusting word 

pictures depicting the awful nature of 

sin.  God means for us to see sin for 

what it really is!  The idea of vomit 

doesn’t bring to mind pleasant 

thoughts, but God uses the image to 

illustrate sin. 

   The Christian.  Many religions 

Erroneously believe that once one 

becomes a child of God he can never so  

 

sin as to lose his salvation.  The Bible 

emphasises that one can fall from grace 

(Galatians 5:4).  A christian can once 

again becoming entangled in the 

pollutions of the world, and the effect is 

compared to to a dog returning to his 

own vomit (2 Peter 2:20-22).   

   The church.  The book of Revelation 

speaks of the church at Laodicea 

becoming unfaithful without realizing 

it.  They were lukewarm and the Lord 

said, “I will vomit you out of My 

mouth” (Revelation 3:15).  Both 

christians and churches need to be 

careful to “Maintain good works” so as 

not to discust the Lord (Titus 3:14).

This helps us establish skills 

and courage in inviting others to any or 

all of our services throughout the year. 

So please, everyone, take the time to 

invite others to our services (make use 

of the flyers and Postcards) so others 

might be exposed to the saving message 

of the Gospel.
