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THE SAINT VS. THE WORLDLY

If you haven’t noticed from the Bible
that the child of God is to be different
than the common man of the world
then you’ve missed an essential theme
in scripture. Sadly, it seems some have
indeed missed this and it is evidenced
by the way they dress, entertain
themselves, speak, etc. Paul tells us
that we are not to pattern ourselves
after the world (Romans 12:1-2). Here
are three ways that we are different
from those in the world...

We Serve A Different Lord. Those
in the world serve the lord of self.
They are self driven and selfish. They
strive to do whatever it takes to please
themselves. But those in the Lord
deny self in order to serve the Lord
(Galatians 2:20; Matthew 10:37-39).
Those in the world serve the lord of
money. They love money and will do
whatever it takes to acquire more of it.
Money itself is spiritually neutral and
is necessary to living in this world, but
the love of it is treacherous, and many
have denied the faith and made
themselves miserable in their pursuit of
more of it (1 Timothy 6:10). Paul
called covetousness idolatry and the
Lord said one cannot serve both God
and riches (Colossians 3:5; Matthew
6:24)...

We Speak A Different Language. The
world is interested in ungodly speech.
They both use and entertain themselves
with profanity (Romans 1:32). The
saint desires pure speech; he strives to
put filthy language out of his mouth
(Colossians 3:8). The world speaks
about rabbit’s feet, four leaf clovers, and
Horse shoes hanging over doors, while
the Christian speaks to God in prayer
about the things he needs, knowing that
every good and perfect gift comes, not
from some silly superstition, but from
the Father of lights (Matthew 7:7-12,
James 1:17). The worldly man pats
himself on the back because he has food
to eat, cars to drive, houses to live in,
etc. The saint thanks the Lord humbly
for supplying these things (1
Thessalonians 5:17-18). The worldly
man boasts of his accolades, his
immorality, and his wickedness. The
saint speaks from the housetops the
Gospel of Jesus Christ (Matthew 10:27).

We Seek A Different Land. The
worldly man has no hope beyond this
life. His eternal destiny is a place of
pain and punishment (Mark 9:42-48).
The saint seeks a heavenly home. He
enjoys indescribable peace while on
earth because eternal life is his final
destiny (1 Peter 1:3-4). ~

STUDY

“Then they went out to see what had
happened, and came to Jesus, and
found the man from whom the demons
had departed, sitting at the feet of
Jesus, clothed and in his right mind...”
- Luke 8:35

The excerpt above comes from a
story about Jesus healing a demon
possessed man. This man wasn’t just
possessed by a demon, he was
possessed by many demons who called
themselves “Legion” (Luke 8:30). As
a result of this possession, the man
lived in the wilderness and in the
tombs, naked, and often cut himself.
He was truly “Out of his mind.” But
Jesus commanded the demons to depart
from him and as a result the man is
“Clothed and in his right mind.”

This man suffered at the hands of real
demons, but we often speak of those
today who have demons in their lives;

not that they are miraculously demon
possessed, but that they have some
serious moral issues present. The
worse demon a man can have is to be a
servant of sin rather than a servant of
the Lord. When contemplating the
eternal destiny of those who do not
obey the Gospel (2 Thessalonians 1:7-
9), it might be fair to say that those
who choose disobedience are not in
their right mind.

But Jesus, just as with the man in our
story, can certainly make the sinner
clothed and in his right mind. We
clothe ourselves with Christ through
baptism (Galatians 3:26-27). We
continue to clothe ourselves with
Christ as we cast off the works of
darkness and adopt Christ’s teachings
in our lives (Romans 13:12-14). The
result is a right mind full of peace, joy,
and hope (Philippians 4:4-7; 1 Peter
1:3-4). Are you in your right mind? .~
