The most essential and basic rule when trying to understand 

difficult and/or figurative passages is that whatever conclusion we 

come to cannot contradict other passages that are plain and clear. 

Some conclude from difficult figurative passages that the Lord 

has already returned. I can't help but to ask the following 

questions,  

 

If the Lord has returned... 

 

1) Why are we still here? Why have we not ascended into the air 

to be with the Lord? 1 Ths 4:17. 

 

2) Why are we still partaking of the Lord's Supper? 1 cor 11:26. 

 

3) Why are people still dying? 1 Cor 15:20-28. 

 

4) Why am I still in a body in which I experience aches and 

pains? After all, when the Lord returns, my body is supposed to 

be transformed into His glorious body (Philippians 3:20-21). 

 

These are just a few questions that must be asked of someone who 

believes that the Lord has already returned. Let’s always be aware 

that there are those who are teaching rank religious error. And 

these must be marked, and their error exposed. -
